It is with this in mind that an innovative and important 

service learning project has been created in the Marion com-

     Last January Ryan Dowling, a Judson student, recognized 

the need for a GED Program in Marion, Alabama. She sought 

support from Kappa Delta Epsilon and Sowing Seeds of Hope, 

a non-profit community development center in Marion, Ala-

bama.

Spring Initiation ceremonies and prepare for graduation. As 

you are planning for both of these exciting events, please keep 

the following in mind: 

¶ Check your initiation supplies early so you can order 

additional supplies in time for your ceremony. Use the 

correct form (FREEñ115) and mail the order form at 

least 2-3 weeks prior to your initiation ceremony. 

¶ Complete and submit your Report of Initiates (INTñ

156) as soon as your initiation ceremony is held. The 

National Treasurer should receive this form within 2 

weeks of your initiation ceremony. 

¶ Remember that initiation fees increased on January 1, 

2010, to $35.00. The new form may be downloaded 

from the KDE website and saved to your flash drive. 

Your initiation report will not be accepted without the 

correct amount. 

¶ Please send the check for your fees with your initiation 

report. If the check for fees is mailed from your 

schoolõs business office, please ask them to mail the 

report with the check. If they cannot do this, enclose a 

note with your report stating when the check for fees 

will be sent. 

¶ Honor cords may be ordered for your members who 

are graduating. The cost of honor cords is $7.00 for 

each set. If your chapter orders 10 or more sets the 

cost per set is $6.00. 

¶ Order honor cords (PRICEDñ116) at least 2 to 3 weeks 

prior to the date you need them and include a check 

for the correct amount. 

¶ The chapter advisor must sign all forms. Orders for free 

supplies may be emailed from the advisorõs email ad-

dress. 

¶ Due to problems with shipping supplies to students, all 

supplies and honor cords will be shipped to the chap-

ter advisor. 

¶ Forms are available on the advisorõs flash drive as well 
as the KDE website.
