Each cottage offers eight to ten children, boys and girls, 

ages 6-18, a broad spectrum of treatment services and inter-

ventions which address the unique needs of emotionally trou-

bled youth in a community-based setting. Types of youth 

served: those from dependent or neglected backgrounds, 

physical, emotional or sexual abuse victims, oppositional and 

defiant, verbal and/or physically aggressive youth, youth with 

learning disabilities, school problems or truancy issues, and 

youth who need shelter or protection due to economic, circum-

stantial or legal issues. Services offered through campus pro-

grams: basic care, intermediate residential, on-campus medi-

cal clinic, psychiatric, psychopharmacological assistance, ther-

apy (individual, family, and group), on-campus educational, 

elementary E.B.D. (emotional behavior disorder) classrooms, 

tutorial, preparation for independent living, extensive recrea-

tional and life skill opportunities, and other specialized ser-

vices as needed. Youth who successfully complete the pro-

gram of the main campus and group homes become eligible 

for extensive financial and educational support.

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     Although officers were elected and installed at the National Convention in November 2008, it was pointed out that the By-

laws were not followed. According to the Bylaws, the Nominating Committee must: 

 

 

 1. Receive nominations from chapters for officers of the Fraternity no later than April 1 prior to the National 

                    Convention following the first Call to the National Convention on March 15. 

 2. Prepare a slate of one nominee for each of the offices of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and a 

     Regional Director from each region. 

 3. Secure the consent of each nominee to serve in the office if elected. 

 4. Submit the slate of nominees to the editor of THE CURRENT in time to be published in the Pre-Convention issue 

      (at least 30 days before the National Convention). 

 5. Present the slate of nominees at the National Convention in accord with Article VI, Section 3, 4. 

 

 

     The criteria set by the Bylaws for candidates for national office are: 

 

 

 National Officers to be elected shall be nominated from among Advisors, Co-Advisors, and qualified alumni  

       members. To be qualified for National Office, an alumni member shall have been a member for at least five years, 

 shall have served as Chapter President or Advisor for at least two years, and shall have served on a National 

 Committee for at least two years. One nomination for each office shall be submitted to the National Convention 

 by the Nominating Committee. The Nominating Committee may receive suggestions from any member or any 

 chapter. There may be nominations from the floor with evidence of eligibility and prior consent of the nominee. 

 No two officers may be members of the same chapter. 

 

 

     There was no call for nominations issued and chapters were not given the opportunity to nominate officers by the April 1, 

2008 deadline. It was also pointed out that the qualifications of each nominee proposed by the Nominating Committee were 

not verified. 

     In order to make sure we have the most qualified candidates, we will be conducting a new election by mail/email. At this 

time, we are accepting nominations by chapters. Then the Nominating Committee will present a slate of officers to all the 

chapters and we will have a vote by mail/email. In the meantime, the 2007-2008 officers will continue to serve until a new 

board is elected. 

     No later than February 18, 2009, please submit your nominations for the following national officers. (If you are not meeting 

before that date, please conduct a poll of your club via email or phone.)
